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When learning spellings, it’s best to:





Practise regularly and often


Look at the word


Say the word out loud


Cover the word


Have a go at writing it from memory


Check to see if you got it right





If you made a mistake, don’t worry – just have another go – keep trying, and you’ll get it in the end





Why Learn to Spell?





If we want to communicate our ideas on paper we need to write them down.


Spelling is a skill we need to master, so that the content of our writing is clear and easy for others to read and understand.
