YEAR 6 STARTS WITH A DOUBLE CURSE…





Our new Year 6 have kicked off the 2011-2012 school year by undertaking two Learning Journeys involving dark and mystical curses. The children have really enjoyed the personalised approach to learning that the Learning Journeys have provided and the work that they have produced has been excellent.





The idea of a ‘Learning Journey’ is not new but it links all of the areas of learning and celebration together so that the Year 6 children feel that they are a part of the planning process. The term started with us all exploring the twisted, evil story of Macbeth and the greed that encompasses him. This tied in nicely with our school European Day of Languages in which Year 6 explored Scotland. This Journey was 3 weeks long and it was directly followed by ‘The Curse of Tutankhamun’, a Journey that looks at the Ancient Egyptian civilization and Howard Carter’s discovery of Tutankhamun’s tomb.
